THIS PROJECT IS DUE FRIDAY, JANUARY 9th, 2010. NO EXCEPTIONS.

I. WHAT IS THIS PROJECT ABOUT?

This project is designed to help you learn spelling, word attack (decoding words you don’t know), and word etymology (word origins), and improve overall knowledge.  It is a critical step toward your advancement of language knowledge. When you take SAT & ACT, it will be a vital resource. You will want to keep this resource. 

II.  WHAT MATERIALS WILL I NEED TO DO THIS PROJECT?

· Computer with word processing software (free on my website: www.swainsclass.com) 

· Printer & Printer Paper

· 2-3 inch Three Ring Binder

· Internet Access

· Dictionary

· Colored Pencils (no Marker Drawings) or Clipart w/source URL

· 4 Tab Dividers 

*If you do not have access to a computer, internet, or printer at 
home, you will need to see Ms. Swain for alternative plans. 

III. HOW LONG WILL THIS PROJECT TAKE?

DO NOT ATTEMPT TO DO THIS PROJECT AT THE LAST MINUTE.YOU WILL BE VERY SORRY.  Each page for each root word should take approximately 10 minutes, including typing time and research. 

IV. WHAT FORMAT DO WE HAVE TO FOLLOW TO DO THIS? 

SEE THE ATTACHED TEMPLATE FOR AN EXAMPLE OF HOW TO 

     COMPLETE EACH ROOT WORD FOR YOUR DICTIONARY. 

You should use this template for every entry you make. Feel free to 

      copy the contents of the template and replace it with the correct 

      information for each Latin root word. 

Each entry should look exactly like the template. If you deviate from  

      the template format, such as forget to underline certain things or don’t 
       
      make font sizes comparable to the template, you will lose points.  

      Fonts can change, but general sizes should not. Fonts should be 

       easily readable, but feel free to add your own personal style. 

When in doubt, download a copy of this template from Ms. Swain’s 

      website and change the information, that way the fonts and formatting 

      will be the same. 

V. WHAT STEPS DO WE FOLLOW TO MAKE OUR ENTRIES?

A. STEP ONE:  Latin Root

The Latin root or roots should be listed at the top of the page. Then, a line should be placed underneath it. Skip two lines and write: “Definition: __(fill in with the definition here).”



The definition is found under “Meaning” on your root words 



chart. Skip two lines and make another line. 

B. STEP TWO: Reference Words

Next, use the two words provided under the “Examples” section along with one other of your choice (use the dictionary or online reference site), to list the word (underlined), a dash, part of speech, and another dash, followed by the definition. You will have to look up the definitions and parts of speech in a dictionary or on an online dictionary website. www.m-w.com is a good one to try. 

There will be three total words, two provided and one found on your own, that you will have to define and write a sentence for. 

A great website to look up other words to use is:

C. STEP THREE:  Sentences

After writing a word’s definition, use the word correctly in  sentence that gives a clue as to what the word means. Underline the word. 
D. STEP FOUR:  Artwork or Clipart

Add a small image that you create or a piece of clipart that helps to give meaning to the Latin root word. For example, for “aqua,” you might wish to use a drawing or online picture of water. 

1. Drawings:  Only use colored pencils, NOT markers 

because markers tend to bleed through the page. 
2.  Clipart or Web Images: You may use web images, clipart (cartoon stock images), or photos, but you MUST cite your source by including the URL (http://www…), of where you acquired the image itself. 

E. STEP FIVE: Page Number 

Put the page number on the bottom-right of each page.
VI. EXACTLY HOW MANY OF THESE DO WE HAVE TO DO?

You will make one page for each row on the Latin root word chart. For example, one page for ac,ar and one page for aev,ev, and one page for ag,act…etc. So if you do the math, there should be around 60 of these to do. The good news is, they don’t take very long to complete. You might see why this is NOT the project to procrastinate on, though. 

This will require a lot of printer paper, so please be aware that you might want to pick up a ream at Dollar General, Staples, Walmart, or somewhere that shouldn’t charge more than a couple of dollars per ream.  If paper if the problem, please see Ms. Swain before the holidays and she will try to get you some. 

VII. HOW DO I ASSEMBLE THIS IN MY BINDER?

A. COVER PAGE:

Make a cover page for your binder and slide it into the clear sheet on the front. The cover page should have the following on it, in large print:

· 2009-2010 Latin-English Dictionary Project

· Your First and Last Name

· Period you are in (2-6)

· Ms. Swain’s Class

· Language Arts

Feel free to decorate it as you wish, as long as the above information are easy to read and in that order. ( Be creative, after all, you should keep this for a long time. 

B. ASSEMBLING THE BOOK:

Use a divider tab out of one pack of dividers and label a divider:


A-E

Put the divider at the beginning of the 3 ring binder. The pages you print out will be put after this. 

Each Latin root and its corresponding meaning and examples are in alphabetical order already. All you have to do is keep your pages in order, as you should do them in order, and then use a 3 hole punch to put holes in the left of each page (binder style), and put in the book. Pages should start with one in the beginning and so on. 
INCLUDE THIS PACKET IN A POCKET IN THE FRONT OF THE BINDER. YOU WILL NEED IT AGAIN FOR PARTS 2-4.

VIII. HOW WILL I BE GRADED ON THIS?

If you follow the example template I gave you and you completed all of the Latin root words in a labeled 3 ring binder, you get a 100%. Use the template and write a good sentence for each word, remembering the part of speech, and you will do just fine. Just don’t procrastinate. The rubric I will use to grade this is below:
